
“Project Beware” Lesson Plan

I.  Introduction:  (Viewgraph #1) Fort Campbell designed this program for schools and civic organizations to use.  It informs the public and school children about the dangers of duds, munitions and impact areas.  The goal is to make children and adults alike aware of the hazards of duds and munitions. This presentation teaches you how to protect yourselves and your community from injury or death.  The video has a 30 second attention-getting introduction.  You might want to play this, then stop the video and show viewgraphs 1-5, then play the rest of the video. Then end with viewgraphs 6-10 .

II. Body of Presentation:

A.  What is a dud?  (Viewgraph #2)  It is an explosive device that a soldier fired, but it failed to explode due to a malfunction.  The dud can still explode at any time.  Some could explode just by getting close to it.  (Refer to posters, TAB C, and brochure, TAB B, showing different types of munitions and an example of a warning sign.)

B. Why are duds in this area?.  Fort Campbell, Kentucky Training History  (Viewgraph #3)

The fort has been training soldiers since 1942 and there are many duds on the ranges that date back that far.  The older a dud is, the more dangerous it becomes.

    C.  Fort Campbell Vicinity and Impact Areas. (Viewgraph #4)

1. Located on the Kentucky/Tennessee Border surrounded by five counties.

2. Impact areas are where the Army fires explosives in training.

3. They are large areas and are used often.

4. An impact area is not a place for you to play or explore. (Viewgraph #5)
5. Explain impact area signs:  
a. They are to warn people about the dangers of the range.

b. They are not to be ignored. 

6. Show video- reenactment of actual discovery of a dud by a young boy. (See synopsis, and discussion questions, Page 5).

  D.  State steps to follow if you find a dud:

1. Tell others how dangerous impact areas and duds are. (Viewgraph #6)

2. Don’t touch it. Stay away from it.  (Viewgraph 7)

3. Memorize the area where it is.

4. Mark the area.  For example, stack stones where you could find them again and point out the dud.

5. Report it to the police.  (Viewgraph #8)  The police will verify that it is a dud and will call the Army’s Explosive Ordnance Disposal unit, 717th Ordnance Detachment (EOD), Fort Campbell, KY (931) 431-3824 (24-hour emergency).  The team, known as E-O-D, is the Army’s bomb squad.  You may also call 911 to report that you have spotted a dud.

6. Never keep duds as souvenirs.  (Viewgraph #9).

7. Explosives can injure and kill.  Refer to Page 4 that describes recent explosives accidents.
