REGULATIONS

1.  AR 11-9, The Army Radiation Safety Program, 28 May 99.  
(ODASAF) 

Status:  Current.  This regulation establishes policies and responsibilities for the licensing, control, transportation, and disposal of radioactive material, and ionizing-radiation-producing devices and their related hazards.  (Rescinded AR 385-9, Safety Requirements for Military Lasers and AR 385-11, Ionizing Radiation Protection.)

2.  AR 95-30, Participation in a Military or Civil Aircraft Accident Safety
Investigation, 26 Mar 76.  (USASC) 

Status:  Revision FY 02.  Joint service regulation (USAF (proponent), USN, USA, DOT).  This regulation, developed by mutual agreement between the Army, Navy, Air Force, and the Coast Guard, and coordinated with the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), implements Title 49, United States Code (USC), Section 1442 by providing for military participation in certain NTSB investigations.

3.  Change 1 to AR 385-10, The Army Safety Program, 29 Feb 00.  (USASC)
Status:  Current.  This regulation provides new policy on Army safety management procedures with special emphasis on responsibilities, organizational concepts, and risk management.

4.  AR 385-14, Transportation Accident Prevention and Emergency Response

Involving Conventional Munitions and Explosives, 8 Apr 91.  (ODASAF) 

Status:  Current..

This regulation updates emergency reporting and response requirements for 
accidents involving conventional DOD munitions and explosives.  It  
implements DOD Directive 6055.13, and includes additional U.S. Army 
requirements concerning accidents involving munitions and explosives. It 
also assigns responsibilities for developing contractor training programs 
and for maintaining an aggressive accident prevention program.  

5.  AR 385-15, Water Safety, 15 Oct 79.  (ODASAF)

Status:  Rescinded with publication of Change 1, AR 385-10.  This revision updates Army policy, planning, and responsibilities in preventing accidents in water activities.

 6.  AR 385-16, System Safety Engineering and Management, 3 May 90.  (ODASAF)

Status: Change 1 published 2 Nov 01; entire regulation to be revised in FY 02 to incorporate changes from DOD 5000 series.  This regulation implements Department of Defense Instruction 5000.36.  It updates Army system safety engineering and management policy and reflects realignment of Army Staff safety responsibilities, reorganization of the research, development, and acquisition (RD&A) process, risk management procedures, and updates terminology. 

7.  AR 385-40, Accident Reporting and Records, 1 Nov 94.  (USASC)

Status:  Revision FY 03.  This regulation on accident investigation and reporting for the Army implements compliance procedures for Department of Defense Instructions 6055.7. 

8.  AR 385-42, Investigation of NATO Nation Aircraft or Missile Accidents and 

Incidents, 15 May 80.  (USASC) 

 Status:  Rescind with publication of AR 385-40. The purpose of this regulation is to carry out the provisions of STANAG 3531, Investigation of Aircraft/Missile Accidents/Incidents, which sets forth procedures for the investigation of these events within the NATO Armed Forces. 

9.  AR 385-55, Prevention of Motor Vehicle Accidents, 12 Mar 87.  (USASC)
Status:  Revision FY 03.  It establishes procedures for carrying out the Army Safety Program's motor vehicle accident prevention program. It also implements DODI 6055.4 and Department of Defense policy applicable to all Army personnel involved in Army motor vehicle operations. 

10.  AR 385-61, Toxic Chemical Agent Safety Standards, 12 Oct 01.  (ODASAF)

Status:  Revised AR at APA for posting.  This regulation on the Army Safety Program for chemical agents and associated weapon systems, has been revised. It implements DOD Instruction 4120.13, chapter 11 of DOD 6055.9-STD, and provides new Department of the Army policy on the management of the Chemical Agent Safety Program. It provides procedures for requesting waivers and exemptions to these standards. This regulation assigns responsibility for safety studies and reviews of chemical agents and associated weapon systems, and prescribes general safety precautions and procedures for both Department of the Army and contractor operations. 
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11.  AR 385-62, Regulations for Firing Guided Missiles and Heavy Rockets for 
Training, Target Practice, and Combat, 15 Oct 83.  (ODASAF)
Status:  Rescind upon publication of AR 385-63.  This regulation prescribes the general safety precautions necessary in the firing of guided missiles and heavy rockets by troops in training, target practice, and to the extent possible, combat.

12.  AR 385-63, Policy and Procedures for Firing Ammunition for Training, Target Practice, and Combat, 15 Oct 83.  (ODASAF)
Status:  Revision FY 01.  This regulation clarifies requirements on ranges for officers in charge and range safety officers, incorporates revised ballistic data affecting surface danger zone diagrams for small arms, incorporates new standardized range design for hand grenade ranges, and clarifies combined arms live fire exercises and laser operations.

13.  AR 385-64, U.S. Army Explosives Safety Program, 01 Feb 00.  (ODASAF)
Status:  Current.  This regulation provides force protection guidance for commanders with an ammunition or explosives mission. It provides procedures to protect military and civilian Army employees, the public, and the environment. It also sets forth procedures for use when transporting ammunition or explosives over the public highway.  (Rescinded 385s -26, 60, 64, 65)

14.  AR 385-69, Biological Defense Safety Program, 31 Dec 93.  (ODASAF) Status:  Revision FY 02  This regulation implements DODD 5160.5. It establishes the Army Safety Program for all aspects of the Biological Defense Program. It provides new Department of the Army policy on the management of the Biological Defense Safety Program. This regulation implements the Centers for Disease Control--National Institutes of Health Guidelines on Laboratory Biosafety, Department of Defense and Department of the Army policy statements, and other Federal regulations. It assigns responsibility for safety studies and reviews of biological defense research, development, test and evaluation projects, and prescribes safety precautions and procedures applicable to contractor operations. 

15.  AR 385-95, Aviation Accident Prevention, 10 Dec 99.  (USASC)

Status:  Current.   This regulation updates guidance to Army aviation commands in the prevention of aviation accidents. 
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16.  AR 600-55, The Army Driver and Operator Standardization Program 
(Selection, Training, Testing, and Licensing). 31 Dec 93.  (ODCSOPS)
Status:  Rescind upon publication of AR 350-XX.  Proponency transferred to Training Directorate, DCSOPS FY99.  This regulation governs the selection, training, testing, and licensing of motor vehicle drivers and equipment operators. 

17.  AR 672-74, Army Accident Prevention Awards Program, 28 Apr 95 (USASC)

Status:  Revision in FY 04.  This regulation prescribes policy on the Army Accident Prevention Awards Program. It requires major Army commands to establish methodologies for administering and funding the Department of Army Safety Awards Program as described herein. 
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1.  DA PAM 11-9, Army Radiation Safety Program.  (ODASAF)
Status:  First staffing FY 02.

2.  DA PAM 385-1, Small Unit Safety Officer/NCO Guide, 22 Sep 93.  (USASC)
Status:  Revision to be published 2d Qtr FY 02.  This pamphlet provides guidance in applying policies, procedures, and information for managing a unit safety program.

3.  DA PAM 385-16, System Safety Management Guide, 4 Sep 87.  (USASC)
Status:  Rescind in FY 02.  Incorporate in Defense Acquisition Desk Book.

4.  DA PAM 385-40, Army Accident Investigating and Reporting, 1 Nov 94.
(USASC)
Status:  Revision in FY 03.  This pamphlet on accident investigation and reporting for the Army has been expanded to encompass all Army accidents, to include aviation, ground, explosives, nuclear, radiation, biological, and maritime. This pamphlet implements compliance procedures for Department of Defense Instructions 6055.7, 7730.12, and AR 385-40. 

5.  DA PAM 385-61, Toxic Chemical Agent Safety Standards, 31 Mar 97.  (ODASAF)  

Status:  Revised pamphlet at APA for authentication and posting.  This pamphlet establishes the Army safety program for all aspects of military toxic chemical agents.

6.  DA PAM 385-63, Range Safety.  (ODASAF)

Status:  Revision FY 02.

7.  DA PAM 385-64, Ammunition and Explosives Safety Standards, 28 Nov 97.  (ODASAF)  

Status:  Current.  This pamphlet provides force protection guidance for commanders with an ammunition or explosives mission. It provides procedures to protect military and civilian Army employees, the public, and the environment. It also sets forth procedures for use when transporting ammunition or explosives over the public highway. 

8.  DA PAM 385-69, Biological Defense Safety Program, 31 Dec 93.  (ODASAF) Status:  Revision FY 02.  This pamphlet establishes the Army Safety Program for all aspects of the Biological Defense Program.
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
