Description 

1 20150617002  Soldier collapsed approx. .25-mile from his foot march-finish point. Immediate 
first responders applied ice blankets and he was evacuated to a hospital. 
Incubated for kidney failure and collapsed lung. Core BT was brought to normal. 
Soldier passed of cardiac arrest the next day. 

2 20150615002 Soldier was conducting land navigation in conjunction with the Warrior Leader's 
Course when he was located by local national civilians just outside the Camp 
Jackson perimeter. Soldier was unresponsive and transported to the local medical 
center where he was pronounced deceased.. 

3 20150507002  Soldier while cliff diving with his family, jumped from a ledge and entered the 
water. Soldier surfaced but was seen having difficulties as his two sons attempted 
to render aid but were unable to reach soldier in time. The Soldier went under the 
water and never resurfaced. 

4 20150428002  Soldier sustained fatal injuries during a night, mass-tactical combat-equipment 
jump from a USAF C-17 aircraft. Soldier was discovered on the drop zone and 
pronounced dead at the scene. 

5 20150416001  Soldier was fatally injured after impacting the ground during a night, mass tactical, 
combat-equipment rotational training jump at the JRTC. Paratrooper was 
pronounced deceased prior to air-evacuation. 

6 20150413001  While attempting to load his fishing boat onto a trailer near the ramp shore, the 
Soldier lost control of the boat from the lake's current and he attempted to swim 
after the boat to retrieve it. As a result, the Soldier drowned and his body was 
recovered the next morning. 

7 20150221001  Soldier was struck by an AMTRAK train while on foot. Soldier had been traveling 
with another individual when they stopped en route. Soldier had positioned 
himself between two sets of tracks for a photo op when he was struck. He died at 
the scene. 

8 20150219001 Soldier failed to return after having dismounted his tactical vehicle and was 
subsequently located and unresponsive and not breathing. --Soldier’s body was 
evacuated and tentative cause of death has been attributed to a snake bite, 
according to autopsy indications. 

9 20150214001  Officer was skiing with her fiancée when she struck a tree. She was pronounced 
dead at the scene from blunt force trauma to the head. 

10 20141226001  Soldier is presumed to have drowned or succumbed to hypothermia after entered 
a pond to retrieve a drifting boat. Soldier had been attending festivities on the 

 



private property at the time. Soldier’s body was recovered the following day 
approximately 45 feet from shore, in approx 5 feet of water. 

11 20141116002  Soldier was discovered unconscious in the shower and is presumed to have fallen 
and been knocked unconscious while showering. Command is deeming Soldier’s 
death accidental, pending autopsy results.
