b.  Mission type, design, and series of the aircraft involved.

c.  Type of mission.

d.  Phase of flight when the emergency occurred (for example, hover, takeoff climb, cruise, descent, approach to landing, autorotation).

e.  Terrain and obstructions over which the emergency occurred.

f.  Concise description of the emergency from onset to termination to include action taken by the nominee to cope with the emergency or minimize damage or injury. The circumstance surrounding the occurrence must be documented to show the skill, knowledge, judgment, and technique required and used in recovering from the emergency.

g.  Drawings, other supporting documentation, and photographs, if available.

h.  Copy of applicable accident report.  
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4.  Provide any other supporting documentation such as accident reports, photos, diagrams or unit achievements.

5.  Submit IAW AR 25-50.
