
PMV-2 CRASH CLAIMS ONE 

SOLDIER’S LIFE

 Cavalry Division, Fort Hood, Texas, Soldier died from injuries 

sustained in a private motor vehicle (PMV-2) crash that occurred on 20 September 2014, at approximately 

2000 local, in Killeen.  The 23-year-old SPC was operating a Harley Davidson motorcycle when he collided 

with a vehicle that turned left into his path.  Soldier was pronounced dead at a local medical center.  He was 

trained and wearing full PPE.
