
PMV-4 CRASH CLAIMS ONE 

SOLDIER’S LIFE

th
 Ranger Regiment, Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, 

Soldier died from injuries sustained in a PMV-4 crash that occurred on 12 February 

2015 at approximately 1530 local on Joint Base Lewis-McChord.  The PFC crashed 

while proceeding in excess of the speed limit.  The vehicle subsequently caught fire 

and the Soldier’s body was positively identified by dental records. 

 

This is the 
16th

 Class A PMV-4 (four-wheeled motor vehicles) fatality in FY15 

compared to 9 for the same time frame in FY14.  This PLR does not identify specific 

root causes of this incident as the investigation is ongoing.  Further details will be 

available at a later date on RMIS (RMIS Login Required).
