
PMV-2 CRASH CLAIMS ONE 

SOLDIER’S LIFE

 Airborne Division, Fort Campbell, Kentucky, Soldier died from injuries 

sustained in a PMV-2 (motorcycle) crash that occurred on 15 March 2015, at approximately 1815 local, on 

Interstate Highway I-24, in Davidson County, TN.  The 24-year-old SGT was riding his Honda CBR 

1000RR at a high rate of speed and collided with the rear end of a pick-up truck after rounding a curve.  The 

Soldier was thrown from his bike and pronounced dead at the scene.  He had completed MSF training and 

was wearing a DOT-approved helmet.  Local News Article

 Class A PMV-2 (two-wheeled motor vehicles) fatality in FY15 compared to 8 for the same 

time frame in FY14.  This PLR does not identify specific root causes of this incident as the investigation is 

ongoing.
