
WATER-RELATED MISHAP 

CLAIMS ONE SOLDIER’S 

LIFE  
A 1st Brigade Combat Team, 10th Mountain Division, Fort Drum, New York, 

Soldier died on 7 May 2015 at approximately 1515 local in Theresa, NY.  

The 30-year-old SPC, while at Sixberry Lake with his family, jumped from a 

ledge and entered the water.  The SPC surfaced but he was seen having 

difficulties and his two stepsons attempted to render aid but were unable to 

reach the Soldier in time.  The Soldier submerged and never resurfaced.  His 

body was later recovered by emergency personnel.  Local News  

 

This is the 3rd Class A Water-Related Mishap resulting in a Soldier fatality 

in FY15 compared to 4 for the same time frame in FY14.  This PLR does not 

identify specific root causes of this incident as the investigation is ongoing.
