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 A US Army South, JBSA, TX, Soldier died from injuries after a PMV-2 crash that 
occurred on 26 December 2015, at approximately 0435 local in San Antonio, TX.  The 
33-year-old SSG was operating his 2013 Harley Davidson motorcycle when he lost 
control and crashed. He was not wearing a helmet and speed is suspect in the crash. 
Soldier was pronounced dead at the scene.  News Article     
 
This is the 8th  Class A PMV-2 (two-wheeled motor vehicles) fatality in FY16 compared to 
3 for the same time frame in FY15.  This PLR does not identify specific root causes of 
this incident as the investigation is ongoing.  Further details will be available at a later 
date through RMIS (RMIS Login Required).
