Provides policy on Army safety management procedures with special emphasis on responsibilities, organizational concepts, and risk management.  Army implementation of policies, responsibilities, and procedures in Department of Defense Instruction 6055.1.

4.  AR 385-14, Transportation Accident Prevention and Emergency Response

Involving Conventional Munitions and Explosives, 8 Apr 91.  (ODASAF)

Updates emergency reporting and response requirements for accidents involving conventional DOD munitions and explosives.
