SUBJECT:  Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) Safety Award Program

1.  Privately owned vehicle accidents are the single largest cause of accidental injuries and deaths within the United States Army.  Driving while under the influence of alcohol is a key factor in nearly every case.

2.  Preventing POV accidents requires safety discipline as individuals and as an organization.  The enclosed TARGET "100" Safety Award Program promotes the prevention of POV accidents and DWIs and provides recognition for achievements in these areas.

3.  This proactive program serves as a tool to help us meet the challenge of reducing POV accidents and DWIs.

4.  The original effective date for this program (15 Aug 95) for achievements for awards, remains in effect.

1.  Purpose:
a.  To provide a program to recognize achievements in POV safety.

b.  This document provides the specific guidance and criteria for which awards will

be given.

3.  Scope and Applicability:
     a.  This program applies to all soldiers of military units assigned or attached to the 10th Mountain Division (LI) and Fort Drum.

     b.  This document establishes the minimum requirements for 10th Mountain Division (LI) and Fort Drum POV Safety Awards.  Commanders may supplement this program to enhance their organizational safety programs.

4.  Policy:
     a.  Safety is a leadership and management responsibility on and off the job.

     b.  Commanders should ensure that their safety program addresses the Army's

number one accident category - POV Accidents.

     c.  Commanders should ensure that POV safety achievements are rewarded.

5.  Goals and Objectives:
     a.  Eliminate / prevent POV accidents.

     b.  Eliminate / reduce DWI accidents and incidents.

     c.  Reward units that achieve the goals.

6.  General:
     a.  The TARGET "l 00" Program was developed from extracting the (10) from the 10th Mtn Div (LI) and combining the (0) goal for POV and DWI accidents/incidents.

     b.  The Command Safety Office (CSO) and the Provost Marshal Office (PMO) will monitor statistics and achievements.

7.  Definitions:
     a.  The term "unit" in this program means company, battery, troop, and detachment.

     b.  The term "POV accident," for the purpose of this program, means an accident

involving one or more of the following:

          (1)  A POV Operator Accident - an accident resulting in an injury or fatality to one or more soldiers or civilians when the accident is determined to be caused by a soldier as the operator of the vehicle.

          (2)  A POV Non-Operator Accident - an accident resulting in an injury or fatality to one or more soldiers when they are not the operator of the vehicle, but contribute to their own injury or fatality or to those in the vehicle.  For example - a soldier is a passenger in a vehicle and fails to wear his seatbelt and/or is senior to the operator and allows the operator to drive after consuming alcohol or operate the vehicle in excess of the speed limit.

     c.  The term "DWI accident," for the purpose of this program, means any automobile accident in which the soldiers in the vehicle are under the influence of alcohol regardless of the extent of injuries or property damage.

d.  The term "DWI incident," for the purpose of this program, means any incident in which the military operator of a POV is charged with driving while intoxicated (DWI) or driving while ability impaired (DWAI).

     e.  For the purpose of this program, a DWI/DWAI charge will count regardless of the charge being dismissed or reduced in or out of court.  The DWI/DWAI must be based on a valid BAC test or through automatic consideration based on the individual's refusal to submit to a BAC test.

8.  Guidance and Criteria:
     a.  Units will be recognized as follows:

          (1)  Each unit that goes "l 00" consecutive days without a POV fatality, POV disabling injury, and no DWI accidents or incidents will receive a Safety Certificate signed by the Commanding General, 10th Mountain Division (LI) and Fort Drum, and a day off.

          (2)  Each unit that goes three consecutive "100" day periods (total 300 days), and for each 300 consecutive days thereafter, will receive a plaque, a Safety Certificate from HQ FORSCOM, and a day off.

     b.  If a unit experiences a POV accident or DWI accident or incident during any goal period the unit must start over again with the first day being the day following the accident or incident.

     c.  Although the CSO will monitor the program, it is the responsibility of each unit commander to submit his unit for the awards by sending a memorandum of achievement through channels to the CSO.  The memorandum must identify the unit and the specific time period of achievement.
