MEMORANDUM FOR AVIATION SAFETY OFFICER (ASO) STUDENTS

SUBJECT:  Welcome Letter

 

1.  Welcome to the Aviation Safety Officer Course.  This six-week-long course provides graduates with the basic skills required to manage a battalion or company level aviation safety program. 

2.  The course will begin promptly at 0800 hours on the course start day, in building 5206, room 7, at Fort Rucker. Your arrival/report date at Fort Rucker is 1 day prior to the class start date.  You are not required to sign in with the Fort Rucker installation or staff duty office.  Report for duty and sign in at the time and place listed above.  The course will end on Friday of the last week. Plan your departure/travel for the following day.  
3.  The duty uniform for military personnel is the BDU.  Civilian personnel attending the course are required wear business attire, (slacks and dress shirts, no blue jeans or collarless shirts).  Aviators should bring 1 or 2 of the army issue flight suits, as they may be authorized for wear during select off site training events.  We may conduct physical fitness training.  Bring your complete Army PT uniform.  

4.  Each student will receive a considerable amount of reference materials.  If you are traveling by air, ensure your orders contain the statement “You are authorized to mail professional books/equipment back to your duty station”.

5.  You must be familiar with the following regulations:

    b.  AR/DA PAM 385-40

    c.  AR 385-95

6.  To gain additional familiarization with the course and with the safety mission we suggest you go to the safety center website.  Address:  http://Safety.Army.Mil.  During the course you will be introduced to the Risk Management Information System (RMIS).  There is a tab at the Safety Center Web site for RMIS.   We strongly recommend that you register and receive your RMIS password prior to attending the course. 

 

7.  The ASO course is a MOS producing course.  You are required to pass all examinations, complete homework, several writing assignments, and multiple out of the classroom practical exercises, attend all classes, and participate in all surveys and training.

8. Do not plan on scheduling routine appointments during the course.  Students who miss greater than 5% or 12 combined hours of training will not graduate from the course.
