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An Alaska Army National Guard Specialist died 14 October 2017 in Hope
Junction, Alaska. The Soldier was traveling to her inactive-duty training
station when a vehicle crossed the centerline and struck her SUV head-on.
The Soldier was pronounced dead at the scene.
