
A 25-year-old Sergeant assigned to 101st Airborne Division, 
Fort Campbell, Kentucky, died in PMV-2 mishap 8 May 2018 in 

Clarksville, Tennessee, at 2058 local. The Soldier was operating his 
motorcycle with the right of way when he collided with an SUV 

that turned left in his path. The Soldier was wearing his personal 
protective equipment but died at the scene.
