ATV Mishap Claims
One Soldier’s Life

A 19-year-old Private assigned to 4th Infantry Division, Fort
Carson, Colorado, died in an ATV mishap 2 June 2018 in Gallitzin,
Pennsylvania. The Soldier, who was on leave, was found dead after
having been thrown from an ATV. He was not wearing a helmet at
the time of the crash. Local authorities are focusing on speed and
possibly alcohol as factors in the accident.
