
A 28-year-old Staff Sergeant assigned to 10th Mountain Division, Fort Polk, 
Louisiana, died in a PMV-2 mishap 24 August 2018 in Burkeville, Texas, at 1933 
local. The Soldier was operating a motorcycle when he reportedly lost control 

after striking loose gravel on the roadway. He was thrown from the motorcycle 
and struck by an oncoming vehicle. The Soldier had completed the Motorcycle 

Safety Foundation’s Basic RiderCourse. PPE use is unknown at this time.
