
A 23-year-old Sergeant assigned to 1st Armored Division, Fort Bliss, Texas, died 
in a PMV-2 mishap 23 November 2018 in El Paso, Texas, at 0230 local. The Soldier 

was thrown from his sport-model motorcycle after impacting a barrier wall 
while negotiating the exit ramp of an interstate loop. He was wearing personal 
protective equipment and had completed the Military SportBike RiderCourse 

training. Authorities suspect speed was a factor in the crash.
